Section 17
Violation Period Certification

Employers may receive a request to complete a violation period certification when employing a reemployed retiree. Section 3307.35, Revised
Code, stipulates that public employees who retire under one of the five Ohio retirement systems are prohibited from returning to work in
public employment for two months after their retirement effective date. Any retiree who violates this restriction will forfeit monthly benefits
for any month in which he or she is in violation.
